We think it is important that our school reinforce the positive norms you are teaching your children at home-that drugs and violence are unacceptable.  And we are thrilled to report that since we started teaching this curriculum two years ago; our student infractions of drug and alcohol use on campus have reduced by 80%.”  Said Jim Peabody, Superintendent of Julian Union High School District.
Too Good for Drugs & Violence reduces risk factors and builds protective factors which create resiliency in our youth.  It is a person’s resiliency that allows them to make healthy choices and live good lives.  TGFD&V teaches students to solve problems and cope with the complicated social demands they must face daily.  The curriculum covers such issues as anger management, empathy and perspective-taking, social problem solving, media resistance, social resistance, communication and general social skills for building and maintaining positive relationships. 
“Our goal at Julian High School is to teach our students to develop positive teen behaviors and prevent alcohol, tobacco and other drug use, violence, dropping out, and early sexual experience.  Our efforts are school-based, but to be truly effective they must reach beyond the school.
